Issues reported by Councillors

Cleaning
· General cleaning of changing room areas for disabled, ladies and gents’ facilities is poor
· Unpleasant smell in the changing rooms

Facilities
· Hairdryer out of action in ladies changing room
· Clock on the swimming pool wall too small to see the time
· Flooring to the ladies changing room is coming up and has black algae underneath and is a potential health hazard to the public

Outside the building 
· Skip near main entrance permanently in residence is unsightly
· Builders materials outside centre, look unsightly from the main road
· Re-painting of the outside fire door to swimming pool

Staff
· Closing the swimming pool at short notice, usually staff shortages, no lifeguards
· Pre-booked swimming lessons and paid for being cancelled at short notice
· Staff shortages in general

Disabled changing room
· Disabled toilet does not work very well
· Bench in changing room is not adjustable for disabled use
· Shower is used by non-disabled persons and is set too high for disabled users to use
· Changing room is used by parents as baby changing facility
· No toilet rolls or soap available for use 

General
· Would like to see a publicity area, i.e. noticeboard, which could indicate Strode User Group existence
